NOTE: ALWAYS TURN OFF THE POWER SUPPLY FROM THE MAIN CIRCUIT BREAKER FIRST.
Refer to the illustration below for installation.

1. Remove the fixture components and parts pack from the packaging. Check that all parts are included.

2. Using the template on the box, mark the mounting hole locations and drill 3/16” diameter pilot holes. Make
sure the mounting surface will be able to support the weight of the light fixture.

3. Install two (2) 2” mounting screws (part 4) in the bottom holes, leaving about 3/8” space under the head.

4. Install the third 2” mounting screw (part 4) into the pre-drilled hole on top and back the screw out. This will

leave the hole threaded and make installation easier.
5. Place the fixture housing on the two (2) bottom screws and install the third screw.
Tighten the two (2) bottom screws to secure the fixture.

7. For junction box/arm mounting, remove the KO on the back of the cover plate (part 5). For conduit mounting,
remove the KO on the bottom of the cover plate and feed the house supply wires through the hole.
NOTE: This fixture is intended for use with conduit, consult, and junction box that are UL listed suitable for
wet locations and are properly installed and grounded.

8. Connect Supply and Ground Wires: Use the three (3) wire nuts (part 6) to connect the black fixture wire (line)
to the black supply wire, the white fixture wire (neutral) to the white supply wire, and the green fixture wire
(ground) to the ground supply wire.

9. Secure the cover plate (part 5) to the housing with two (2) 1” bolts (part 3).

10. Turn on electricity at the fuse or circuit breaker box to verify successful installation.
NOTE: Test the fixture at night or by covering the photocontrol.

Trouble Shooting Guide

Use the guide below to diagnose and correct common issues.
If the light does not come on or stays on:
Verify that power is turned on at switch and breaker
Verify that the fixture is wired properly
Verify that line voltage is correct
Test to make sure the photocontrol is working properly
- Cover Photocontrol — Light comes on
- Shine a light on photocontrol — light goes off
If the fixture cycles on and off:
- reposition the photocontrol to ensure the light is
not reflecting off of any surrounding surfaces back to the unit.
